FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE HABITEAM DAY 

 

Is there an orientation? 

Yes. All volunteers must complete an online registration and orientation process and bring a signed 

waiver to site the first time they volunteer. 

 

What is the age requirement? 

Every volunteer on the construction site must be at least 16 years of age. Those under the age of 18 must 

keep their feet on the ground at all times (no roofing or ladders) and must have their waiver of release 

signed by a parent/guardian.  

  

What do I need to bring? 

We provide all tools on the jobsite, but you are certainly welcome to bring your own. We do not provide 

gloves so please bring your own if you require them. Water and Gatorade are provided on site, but 

bring your own water bottle so we can conserve cups!  

  

What time do I need to be there? How long is the day? 

Please plan to arrive no later than 7:45am to sign in and attend the morning circle, which promptly begins 

at 8am. If you do not attend the morning circle you cannot work that day.  We end the day at 12:30 pm with a 

break around 10:00 am. 

 

What should I wear? 

Whether painting, landscaping or roofing, your clothes and shoes WILL get dirty, so please wear old 

clothes that may not come clean. No open toe shoes are allowed on site. No Sandals, No Crocks. Tennis 

shoes are a great choice. You may also want to bring a hat or visor since the sun can be quite bright.  

 

What about lunch? 

Habitat Broward does not provide lunch on site. On Saturdays we work until 12:30pm, taking only water 

and snack breaks. It is recommended that you eat breakfast beforehand and bring snacks with you.   

 

What if I don't know anything about construction? 

No problem! We have skilled staff and volunteer leaders on site who will explain every task that you do. 

If you are not comfortable with a task, you can simply ask to do something else.

Will my car be safe while I work? 

When there is a small number of people, everyone can park on the jobsite where they are working. When 

large groups come out, we have designated parking people who direct you to your parking spot and 

watch over the lot the entire workday until everyone has left. Please do take the precaution of putting all 

valuables out of sight (the trunk is a great spot).
